Call for Participation
Westminster College will hold its annual undergraduate research symposium on Friday, April 24 from 2 until 5 p.m. and Saturday, April 25, from 8:00 to 11:00 a.m.  Students from all disciplines who have engaged in individual scholarly research and creative projects are invited to participate.    Students who have received a grant from the Drinko Center are expected to participate and should complete an application.
The symposium will take place in Westminster's McKelvey Campus Center and Thompson Clark Hall. This year’s Symposium will include a variety of formats; there will be space for posters, displays, performances and oral presentations.  Because of limited time, oral presentations should last no longer than 15 minutes, including time for questions.  On Friday, there will be two poster sessions, the first running from 2 to 3 p.m. and the second running from 3 to 4 p.m.  On Saturday, the program will begin at 8:00 a.m. and finish by 11:00 a.m.   Both days will be open to the public.
Students who wish to participate in the Symposium should complete the application on the following pages and submit it by e-mail to lenoxtl@westminster.edu. (If you have received funding from the Drinko Center, you must complete this application.)  The deadline to apply is March 26th.  The application should include a title, an abstract of 150 words or less, and the names of the presenters, the research advisor, and the department.  Please indicate the desired format for the presentation as well as the audiovisual needs.  Due to space and time constraints, the number of oral presentations will be limited to 25.  

A program summary and schedule for the conference will be sent to participants by April 15th.  A complete program containing all of the abstracts will be distributed during registration the first day of the symposium.
