recognition and synthesizing, and adaptive computing.

e Demonstrated record of research in special education, leading to a sustained record of

scholarship.

e Aminimum of three (3) years of successful experience teaching special education students PK-

12.

e Expertise in and experience working with children and youth with mild to moderate disabilities,

including physical, learning, intellectual, and emotional and/or behavioral disabilities, and

utilizing inclusive practices and current research in teaching students with disabilities in the

general curriculum.

e Evidence of strong interpersonal and communicationskills, effective collaboration, and

collegiality.
